The abstract has to briefly illustrate the topic of the contribution within the state of the art, pointing out the original aspects of the work. Essential references can be included, using the author-date system in the text and providing the complete reference at the end of the abstract.
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Tracks T1, T2, T3
The authors need to indicate the track to which they submit the paper, although the final decision will be up to the Scientific Organizing Committee. The authors need also to indicate the category of the paper “a” or “b” (see Call for Paper).
